CALL FOR PAPERS AND WORKSHOPS 

PAPERS 
We are inviting submission of original research papers, which 
may be theoretical, empirical, methodological, literature 
reviews, or case studies, and must align with one of the ten 
ANZAM Conference Streams listed below. 

All papers submitted to the Conference will be subject to 
double blind review. Authors will indicate upon submission if 
the paper is a fully developed or a development paper which 
will guide the reviewers. 

Refereed Papers (12 pages maximum) 
Refereed Papers include both fully developed papers, as well as 
shorter manuscripts and work-in-progress pieces that could 
benefit from feedback and discussion with other researchers. 

Refereed Paper sessions (both full papers and developmental 
papers) will involve a pre-recorded video presentation by the 
author followed by live online discussion, questions, and 
answers. The sessions offer an opportunity to discuss your 
work and are an excellent forum for getting feedback from 
knowledgeable researchers in your field. 

The authors of accepted manuscripts will be required to submit 
a 10-15 minute video presentation ahead of the Conference in 
.mp4 format – innovative approaches are encouraged. 

Each paper will be in its own 100 minute ‘session’. The 
webpage for each paper will feature the author’s presentation 
video, a PDF copy of the manuscript, and a discussion forum. 
Presenting authors will be required to attend their own paper 
session and engage with their audience through the discussion 
board. 

We envision an interactive on-demand experience 
where delegates may move freely between any of the available 
papers at any given time, watching the presentations, reading 
the papers, and engaging with the authors on the discussion 
forums. 

Page limits do not include references, tables, figures, or the 
cover page.
